Questions and Responses

1.

Will all of the design of the bypass system be the responsibility of the contractor?

Response: As stated in the previous addenda, the City will not design the bypass pumping for
the stations. The contractor will be responsible for design, cost, maintenance, and operation of
any bypass operation and equipment during construction. The bypass plan must be submitted to
the City for approval.

Drawing C-0.3 shows the connection between the drop and manhole as (11) SDR 35 PVC, Sheet
M-0.1 shows ductile iron pipe, (24), could this not be one or the other for the run?

Response: Connection pipe between manhole and drop connection is PVC and should be C905
DR 32.5 pipe and the drop connection can be PVC C905 DR 32.5 or Ductile Iron Pipe.

Clarifications

1.

As discussed during the pre-bid meeting, station demolition or construction will not begin until
all materials (pumps, rails, controls, etc.) have arrived. Work that can be completed prior to
arrival of critical materials is the new waterline at Station #2 and the construction of the
temporary road lane on 55™ Ave.

Delete all references to the $500 per day liquidated damages stated in the RFP. The City will
utilize FDOT’s sliding scale for Liquidated Damages for this project. These were issued by
FDOT in July of 2011 and are attached.
